When a scrappy alley cat named Aldwyn passes himself off as a magical animal companion to Jack, a young 

wizard in training, Aldwyn and his fellow "familiars," a know-it-all blue jay and bumbling tree frog, must save 

the kingdom after the evil queen of Vastia kidnaps Jack and two other wizards. 

 

Y Fiction Fleming, Candance The fabled fifth graders of Aesop Elementary School (series) 

Throughout their fifth-grade year, a group of rambunctious students learns fable-like lessons from 

extraordinary activities, singing hamsters, and eccentric teachers, led by the inimitable Mr. Jupiter.
